Classroom Expectations and Contract Reminders:

Classroom Expectations:

Disruptive classroom behavior will receive a warning from Mr. Rew.  On a second warning for disruptive behavior, the student will be dropped from the class.

Care for school property including books, tables, chairs, etc.  The student will reimburse the school for any lost or damaged materials.

Use appropriate language which is not offensive to others.  Swearing is unacceptable and will result in termination of the contract.

Students are required to collect fifteen articles related to driving situations.

Competency on chapter tests must be above 70%.  If a score is below 70%, the student will be required to write out the review questions at the end of the chapter.  A re-take test will be given.

Please inform us of any accommodations you may need for test taking.

A fee of $10.00 will be charged for replacement of the Certificate of Completion.

Absences:

Classroom attendance is required.  Make-up sessions are allowed for up to two missed classes.  

Classes CANNOT be missed without prior notification and approval from Mr. Rew.  Two unexcused absences results in the student being dropped from the class.

Make-up classes are allowed only for excused absences.  An unexcused absence must be made up in the next session on the night the chapter is discussed.

NO MAKE UP DRIVING TIMES.  The student is responsible for trading driving times with another student if there is a schedule conflict.  Mr. Rew must be notified of the switch PRIOR to the driving session.  

Missed driving times may result in termination of the contract at Mr. Rews’ discretion.

If a driving time is missed, a charge of $35.00 per session (30 minute driving period) will be collected.  The make-up driving session will be arranged when Mr. Rews’ schedule allows.

AGREEMENT FOR APPROVED

DRIVER EDUCATION COURSE

This Agreement is made this ___________day of ______________, between TWR Driver’s Education Inc.  (hereinafter called the school) and _______________________, age ___________years  (hereinafter called the student) and _______________________, parent or legal guardian of the student  (hereinafter called the guardian).

That in consideration of the tuition of_______________dollars to be paid by student or guardian to the school, the parties agree as follows:

1.  Nature of Instruction.   The school will, to the best of its ability, instruct the student in the operation of an automobile, and to this end will provide the student with 30 hours of classroom instruction and 6 hours of practical instruction in the automobile.  
2. Tuition.  The tuition referred to above shall be paid in full prior to the beginning of instruction and shall be mom-refundable under all circumstances.  The tuition will cover all materials needed for the course which shall remain the property of the school and returned to the school by the student at the conclusion of the course.
3. Certification.   A student who, in the school’s own discretion, successfully completes the course will obtain certification in an approved driver education course to Iowa code sections 321.178.
4. Regular Attendance.  The student agrees to report to the school for all scheduled classroom and practical instruction and to remain in attendance during such instruction.  The school shall provide the student who is absent from instruction an opportunity to make up a reasonable amount of time and course work.  
5. Rules and Regulations.  The student shall at all times comply with all rules and regulations of the school, including rules of behavior. The school may, at its own discretion, terminate a student from further instruction for any violation of a school rule or regulation.  
6. Right to Discontinue.  If at any time after commencement of the course the school, in its own discretion, considers the student as one who would not make a successful driver, or if for any good and valid reason the school shall deem further instruction useless, the school shall cease further instruction of that student.  
7. Liability for Accidents.  The student shall not be liable for any damage to the automobiles of the school, except that caused by the willful act or default of the student, or from the violation of the rules and regulations of the school.  The school shall not be liable to the student, the guardian, the student’s heirs, executors, or administrators, for any damages or injuries caused to or sustained by the student because of accident or any cause whatsoever, except for the willful negligence of the school’s agents or employees.  
8. Student’s Permit.  The student shall procure and continue to hold, at his/her expense, any student’s permit or license required by Iowa  law for operating any automobile furnished by the school.
